Stage Two of the Australian Government Building and 
Construction OHS Accreditation Scheme (the Scheme) is 
expected to commence on 1 October 2007. Stage Two 
will lower the threshold for directly funded Australian 
Government building and construction projects, and 
apply the Scheme to building and construction projects 
indirectly funded by the Australian Government, subject 
to certain thresholds.

The Office of the Federal Safety Commissioner (OFSC) 
is conducting a series of free seminars to provide 
information to government and construction industry 
participants about the Scheme.

Who should attend?

The seminars will assist government officials and 
building and construction industry participants to identify 
whether the Scheme will affect them, and if so, what 
action they need to undertake.

The seminars will be relevant for government officials 
involved with the procurement of building and 
construction work funded by the Australian Government 
and members of the building and construction industry 
who undertake building and construction work directly or 
indirectly funded by the Australian Government. 

Presentation programme

The OFSC will conduct two seminars at each venue. The 
first seminar will provide information for government 
officials. 

The second seminar will provide information to building 
and construction industry participants.

Sessions commence at 2:00pm for government 
participants and at 4:00pm for industry participants. 
Each session will run for approximately one hour. 
Participants will have an opportunity to speak with 
presenters at the end of the seminar. Seminar dates and 
locations are listed on the next page.
